On August 24th  and 25th low tides are predicted to be between 8 am and 1:30 pm, the later you arrive after 1:30 pm the higher the water will be and shortly after that, it will be nearly impossible to cross the channel.

Begun in 1905, the great aqueduct was completed November 5, 1913. The Mono Craters Tunnel project, completed in 1940, extended the system 27 miles to its present northernmost intake near Tioga Pass.

The marker is located approximately 25 miles northwest of downtown Los Angeles, near the intersection of I-5 and I-210. From either direction on I-5, take I-210 east approximately 9/10 mile to the first exit, Yarnell Street. Turn right on Yarnell Street and ride less than 1/10 mile to Foothill Blvd. Turn right on Foothill Blvd and ride approximately 1.2 miles to a turnout on the right side where the marker is located.

The Eastland Disaster plaque (dedicated to the 800 people that died in a ship accident dockside just feet from land) is located in downtown Chicago near the northeast corner of the intersection of LaSalle Street and West Wacker Drive.  Follow either I-290, I-57 (which will end and become I-94), I-94 or I-90 to downtown Chicago OR I-55 to I-94 where you will turn north toward downtown.  At the intersection of I-290, I-90, I-94, take Congress Parkway east to downtown Chicago (note, follow the signs carefully, if coming from the south on I-90/94 you will have to merge right almost 1 mile before you reach the exit).  Follow Congress Parkway east approximately 1/2 mile and after crossing the river, take the first exit to Wacker Drive.  Follow Upper Wacker Drive until it turns east (Wacker follows the river). LaSalle is 3 blocks after the river turns east. Parking in the city is limited, try to arrive early or late in the day or be prepared to park at a paid lot.
